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Alberta Transportation was approached to install 

signage on Hwy 43 depicting the turnoff to view 

the Glen Leslie Church.  An application was made 

to the “Tourism Highway Signage Program” and 

once approved; the signs were installed in early 

July.   Just in time for the summer tourist-season 

when visitors are on the lookout for sites of 

historical significance.
