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School board votes to go ahead
with new school bus traffic route

The city public schnol board last
night agreed to fully finance the
construetion of a 105 St- 112 Ave.
Iraffic route to ease school bus
congestion 1n the composite high
school 5 5t Joseph's high school
complex in northwest Grande Prairss

The decision was made with much
reservation and most board members
felt the estimated $21.600 project
should not be totally paid for by the
board

The board has been negotiating
wilh the city for some weeks in an
allempt to persuade the city to build
anil pay for the road which will get
sehonl buses out of the school parking
lins

The city, in ils propesition, agreed
Monday to lend the 321600 to the
school board for construetion of the
road, at a rate of mine per cent in
lerest. It is to be paid back in five
payments over a five year period or
sooner if the board wants

Council also agreed 1o he e p0n-
sible for the upkeep of the road

The hoard voted 41 in favor of
building the road which is expected to
be started within the week

The one dissenter, John Wiebe, held
firm to his stand that the sehool board
was not the onlv body responsible for

the building of the road

Other  members considered the
board was not completely responsible
and should have received help from
the city and other school boards, but
voted in favor of pay:ng for the road
because of the urgency of the
situation

Ty re told by Board member
Bl Leslie fwho headed the commitlee
wh fled negotiations with the

city, that if the road was not built
within two weeks it would have to he
forgotten until next vear,

He urged construction of the road
“hefore somebody  gels  seriously
mjured up there,™

Mr. Wiebe said he did not see how it
was the board's problem

“If the eity doesnt see a problem
why dowe see a problem? ™ he asked,

‘It seems to me they (lhe city ) are
abandoning their responsibilities,” a
hoard memhber siad,

“If the land is public reserve why
should it be the total responsibility of
the zchool board?' another member
asked.

Mrs, Eleanor Townend suggested
the board go ahead with construction
Tl I»:w'l[a ||£-5z=11i;l1i!1||: with the city.

Mr. lLeslie said he was afraid the
city wouldn't lend the money to the
board until negotiations were closed
amd when asked [ the door to
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negotiations was completely closed.
replied. “If it isn't 1 could harely see
the crack.”

He said he was afraid the school
koard had “been had” and stated it
was his personal opinion that “city
council had a sucker on the end of the
line."

He said he doubted whether the city
which says 1t cannot afford to build
the road within this year’s budget.
waould nt have to borrow the money
to lend to the school hoard but
probably had it in its surplus

Mr. [Leslid said he had some
reservations about paving for the
road hecause il would be the total
ruspumlhill‘l}- of the public school
board. He suggested the city, county
and separate schools had respon
sibilities in the road

City Commissioner John Miedema
was reluctant to go along with the
praject even to the extent of repairs Lo
the road, he said,

““The cily seems to have the concept
lhat a road is not warranted unless it
benefits the whole community,” Mr
[Leslig said

“What road does”" Mrs. Townend
said.

Mr, Leslie suggested the roadway
could be used as a sporting area when
it was nol occupied by buses but
another member said that the eity
expected the road 1o be open to the
public

Mr. [Leslid replied that if the school
board paid for it it would be for school
use and the public could use it only
when the school was ool

‘I think it 1s wilthin our capabilities
o pav for it without |eopardizing
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sthident activities,” he said

superintendent of public schools
Derek Taylor would not comment on
the separate school board payving part
ol the cost and said he did not think
the county should ke asked to pay for
city roads

I'hey are econtributing to  the
problemn but 1 do not see why they
should be asked to pay for roads in the
city,” he said.

I'ne traffic congestion in the area of
lhe wo schools became a problem
when the county complained to the
school board about the congestion
around the schools and the unzafe
buses and about 1,300 students
congregated in the area at the same
time

The complaint was followed by one
from the city and then parents of
students and residents in the area
bezan to phone the school board about
the unsafe conditions.

The road presently planned was
part of the original school plan and it
was given approvel by the city, the
board noted,

“But apparently that approval did
nol include paying for it,”" one board
member remarked,

“We have many precedents in
education but we don't want 1o sel a
precedent in road building,”™ said Mr.
Taylor

The eity had proposed that the
hoard use a road design which would
include a loop at the end of 106 St
behind the two sehools but Mr. Leslie
said the school board did not go for
that idea because it would involve too
much reorganizalion of classes within
the seheals

7 neeting last night, the
sthool board reviewed ex-
tensive renovations required
by the new regulations in-
cluding possibly vacating the
music facility (old Central

Park school) near Montrose
junior high school

The board decided to
proceed with minor
renovations to meet the stan-
dards, but decided to hold off
on major work until it receives
an order from the fire protec-
tion branch of the Alberta
Labor department

“The fire department has
not been all that consistent
with what it requests,” said
Mr [Ceshid. “*We want to wait
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for some firm regulations so
we can get some accurate cost
estimates torequest funding.

“We are hopeful the govern-
ment will come up with some
of the money we need."”

Mr. remarked at the
meeting that he had *‘just
about had it with the continued
changes in the regulations™.

He explained the
regulations seem to change
each year, costing the board
more and more money.

“We are as interested as

anybody in the safety of the
buildings,” he said. “Bul
there comes a time when we
have to consider educating the
students.

Mr. [Leslid added, ‘“Our
schools are not fire traps by
any means and it is certainly
not our intent to defy the
regulations."

It is expected that orders for
the regulations will be issued
by February of next year

Buildings and maintenance
supervisor Max Lorenz repor-
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ted the district is still trying to
meet the regulations set last
year. The main changes not
yet made are at Montrose
junior high school, where
smoke and heat detectors are
still needed

Mr. Lorenz said the devices
were ordered in July, but due
to a high demand for them sin-
ce the recent provincial
regulations were passed, the
detectors have not yet
arrived
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Fire regulators
‘carried away’

There may be just a little too
much zeal going into en-
forcement of fire regulations
in Grande Prairie public
schools, according to public
seheol; board chairman Bill
Leslie.
—*We may just be getling a
bit carried away,” he said
yesterday.

While he said he was not
criticizing the local fire
department for recom-
mending more than $136,000 in
repairs to meet safely stan-
dards, he questioned whether
the fire regulations are en-
forced as strictly in other
parts of the province.

“What is good for us should
most certainly be good for
other areas too,” said Mr.
Lesliée, noting it appears some
other districts in the province
are not being hit quite as hard
by the regulations.

Dai |-yr iHeuw maé d
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The report for Grande
Prairie schools calls for such
measures as installation of
solid core doors and wired
glass.

Mr. Leslid said those
measures may not be
necessary because schools
cah be emptied very quickly
at the sound of an alarm. He
also pointed out Alberta has
an excellent record of fire
safety inschools.

There are aboul 70
recommendations in the fire
report, covering all six schools
in the district. The report is
now being reviewed by the
provincial fire com-
muissioner’s office.

Funding from the Depart-
ment of Educatnon through the
Building Quality Restoration
Program will pay 80 per cent
of the cost of the recom-
mendations.

City students may have to be juggled around to fit

city student populations around
until it can see whether Grande
Prairie will continue to boom.
Meanwhile, schools superin-
tendent Derek Taylor told a school
board meeting he is concerned with

the high number of Grade 1
students which can be expected
next year.

Mr. Leslié said planning for
construction of another school may
be necessary in 18 months if growth
continues as it has been. For now,
it may be best to differently divide
grades taught at schools — perhaps
Grades 1 to 5 in an elementary
school or Grades 9 to 12 at the
Composite high school according to
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available space. Divisions now are
Grades 1 - 6 elementary, Grades 7 -
9 junior high and Grades 10 - 12
senior high.

“We should have a better in-
dication which way the city is going
to go before we start building,” he
said.

Mr. Taylor gives figures showing
the level to which schools are filled.
The superintendent estimated the
percentage varied from 69 per cent

at Montrose to 110 per cent at
Parkside. Parkside is estimated at
more than full because the district
is borrowing a wing from the city’s
parks and recreation department.

The percentages are calculated
by comparing a school’s capacity,
estimated by Alberta’s Education
department, with enrolment
figures.

The average for all schools is 85
per cent and Mr. Taylor said

schools are considered full when
they reach 90 or 95 per cent.

Avondale, Hillside, Swanavon
and Parkside are above 90 per cent
andtlhe Composite high is at 82 per
cen

A breakdown of this year's
enrolment figures show elemen-
tary school populations have in-
creased, junior high numbers have
declined and senior high figures
have remained steady.
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There are 300 children in Kin-
dergarten. Students starting Grade
1 this year number 280, even
though there were only 230 kin-
dergar!en students last year.

City schools need a net increase
of 200 students to reach % per cent
capacity and 600 students to reach
100 per cent.

Keith Wagner, assistant schools
superintendent, said elementary

schools are already too crowded.

Construction of a new Child
Development Centre in
Grande Prairie, expected to
cost in the neighborhood of
$2.5 million, has been given
the go-ahead by the Alberta
education minister.

Grande Prairie will be the
first city in the province and
possibly the first in Canada
with an up-to-date facility
specifically designed to mest
the needs of muluply-
handicapped students, public

hoard chairman Bill
Leslie | said in making the
cement to the board

meeting last night.

“The recent meeting bet-
ween Education Minister
David King and Mr. Taylor
(Grande Pranrie public board
superintendent) and myself
was a very pesitive meeting,"’
Mr. [Leslié said. “A lot of
delails have to be worked out
and this must be done
carefully as this centre will be
the showplace of the
province."

As part of the conditions for
the province building the
centre, the school board must
supply the land. A parcel of
land west of 106 St. behind the
Youth Assesment Centre (on
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108 Ave. near the Highway 2
Bypass| has been set aside for
the building, Mr. Leslié said.

“Our first step is to find an
existing school that provides
similar services to what
Grande Prairie hopes 1o
provide.” Mr 1€ said.
Board representatives and an
architect will visit and study
this school.

The board will probably
have to the search out an
American school as none are
known of in Canada, he said.

The second stage involves
blueprints and cost estimates

“Most of the winter will be
used for planning,” said the
board chairman. ‘“We hope
construction will get un
derway next spring.”

The school will be designed
as a regwonal school with
capacity for 50 students

“We (Grande Prairie board
admimstration and Mr. King)
also talked abou! & group

Board chairman Bi Caid last
night he is hesitant to-sofety pursue a
proposal for an alternate Christian

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Penner and Gordon Meyers, is in-
lerested in setting up a school with a
philesphy of education that would be
God-centred as opposed to the man-
centred system they see in the present
school system.

The stated aim of the group is to

student so as to best prepare the total
person for serviee to God, to the family,
to the church and to the community in
the context of modern society."

“l feel that those people

presented the ideas shouldn't influence
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us unduly at this point,” Mr. told
the board. “They represent only a

small group of people now.

“I think we should see if the public is
interested in any kind of alternative
school.”

Deputy-superintendent Keith Wagner
said setting up & Christian school or fine
arls school or any kind of alternative
school under the public system would
be inconsistent with the community
schonl concept where the community
becomes the special interest group.

“The kids would come out of it know-
ing a fair amount about the bible but [
was thinking it would be a school where
Christian principals were taught and it
would be more strict with a high slan-
dard of academic excellence."

Mrs. McArthur said *“'their (Penner,
Poettcker, Meyers and Bradley) pro-
posal is pretty narrow and fundamen-
talist.”

GP in 1958
was ‘comfortable’

Bill Leslie has more than 25 years of
experience in varied aspects of Grande
Prairie’s business community and 20
years of invelvement with the public
school board.

“In 1958 1 was running Leslie's Car
Court and Leslie's Dairy Drive-Inn
where the Bamboo is now. Then in the
fall of 1958 I began setting up the new
1GA which stood where the Ranch House
is now.

“Grande Prairie was a very comfor-
table place to be in 1958. Everybody knew
everybody and it had a real small-town
atmosphere, It was just very pleasant,”
said Mr. Leslie.

Mr. Leslie and his wife Jean bought a
house near Avondale school just north of
108 Ave.

“When we moved into the house in '57
there were only a half-dozen houses north
of 108, In the spring, water from the
fields would just pour down the street
and into the driveway. There weren't any
drainage systems then,

LOTS OF MUD

“There sure was a lot of mud around in
those days. The main street was paved
but at times you wouldn’t even know it, it
was so covered with mud.”

Mr. Leslie ran the IGA for 12 years
after it opened in the spring of 1959. He
then set up Leslie's Travel which he
operated from 1970-74 and sold real
estate for Blackett and Galway until
1976.

Mr. Leslie became a shareholder in
Roblyn's Travel until 1981 and he now
runs Fairview Travel in Fairview.

“Fun nsed to be visiting our circle of
friends, playing all sorts of games in the
winter and picnicking and taking short
camping trips in the summer.

“The camping wasn't as crowded then
but at's really not bad up here yet
anyway

“We seemed to do a lot more reading
then too. We didn’t have TV then and it
sure wasn't something we needed.”

Mr. Leslie became a trustee on the
public school board 20 years ago and it's
been an important part of his life ever
since.

“I've sure seen tremendous changes in
Grande Prairie schools over the vears,
When 1 started there was Avondale,

“Since then we've made two additions
to the high school, added to Avondale,
built Parkside, Forbes, put an addition
onto Swanavon, tore down Montrose
Elementary and the old high school.
That's not bad for 20 years."

During his first year as a trustee the
board had a budget of less than §1 million
while the 1982 budget was up in the area
of $14 million.

Speaking with pride, Mr. Leslie said
the hoard has always had the reputation
of beining an innovative school board.

“We've had a lot of good locally-
developed programs, teaching aids and
materials. We've also made a lot of ad-
vances with kids with learning
disabilities and the handicapped.”

The board is currently building a
Kindergarten to Grade § school in-
tegrated with a school for the handicap-
ped that will be one of a kind in Canada.

“This has been a difficult project. A lot
of negotiations went into getting this
school,” he added,

“Working with the school board has
been very important to me and very
satisfying. I've been fortunate to be in-
volved with a district that has received
recognition, It's rveally a credit to the
teachers and to the administration.

“The board just receives the ideas and
I guess we've been receptive.”

An Alberta E[uman Rights Commission public forum
in Grande-Prairig this week attracted only five people

But Bi ¢f Grande Prairie and Stan Scudders of
Edmontom ol whom sit on the seven-member com-
mision. say the low turnout may indicate good things
aboul the area

Leslie and Scudders hosted the forum at Grande
Prairie Regional College.

“One of the large roles the commission plays is as
educators,’’ llr."a[uzl said.

“1 guess we're a little bit disappointed about the peo-
ple who didn’t show up, bul we're pleased some people
did show up."

“Generally we don't expect we're going to get a greal
turnout,”" said Scudders. “We just want to show we're
there.”

Lesli€ said the Grande Prairie area does not normally
generate many human rights complaints.

“Grande Prairie as a community is very receplive to
minarities. There certainly are some (minorities) here
and if there is discrimination I know nothing about it.”

“If we were o have complaints in Grande Prairie they
would probably be in the order of sexual harassment,”
said Scudders

type of complaint received by the commission provinee

A series of public forums is designed Lo educate Alber-
tans about recent amendments (o the provinces In-
dividual's Rights Protection Act (TRPA),

1€ and Scudders explained the workings of the
E‘;}Tlilj mission, which is responsible for the administration
of the acl

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The commission is charged with educating the public
about its own operations, the provisions of the act, and
about human rights issues in peneral. It also in-
vestigates complaints of alieged discrimination lodged
under [RPA.

Amendments to the act, passed in the legislature June
5, include provisions for protection against job dismissal
because of pregnancy.

“The amendment comes about because up to now, the
only protection women had came through their collec-
tive agreement, if they had a collective agreement, or
through the employment standards act, which says
women are entitled to 18 weeks maternity leave,” said
Scudders.

“The only problem with that is that they had to have
worked a year. Women who had worked less than a year
and became pregnant, the emplover could simply
dismiss them, but not now. If they are able to do the job
they were hired to do they can remain working until they
are no longer able to do so."

Another amendment has been the replacement of the
term “bona fide occupational qualification’ to "hona fide
occupational reguirement’. The new term places em-
phasis on the special requirements of the job rather than
the special qualifications of the emplovee,

Also in the amended IRPA, the term ‘age’ has been
amended. The act now protects people age 18 and older
from job discrimination based on age. Previously it only
helped those between 40 and 65 vears

“It was felt basically we were trying Lo protect people
having trouble getting jobs, " said Scudders, The act now
complies with the Canadian Charter of Rights and
Freedoms, he said

It might be a little worn but
it's still more than just an old
coat.

To Bill [Leslie, the jacket his
father Edward bought from a
native during his first trek over
the Edson Trail in 1910 is a con-
nection with the past - a senti-
mental attachment to the pio-
neer days and the pioneer spirit.

Leslie's father was one of the
first pioneers in the Peace
Region. In 1912, Edward came
with a team of horses, a wagon,
his father Thomas and his two
brothers - Norman and Bruce.
They filed on homesteads east of
Grande Prairie and the area,
Glen Leslie, was named after
them

This weekend they will be
named pioneer family of the
month at the Pioneer Museum.
A display of mementos, includ-
ing the special jacket, will be set
up for public viewing,

In the early days the Leslie
home was the hub of the district.
It was a stopping place for trav-
ellers and a boarding home for
teachers. The first post office
was opened there in 1914 and
run by Bill's grandparents
Thomas and Margaret. The first
church services were also held
there.

In 1921 Edward married
Dorothy Morrison. They met by

owned by his father Edward Leslie, as a
bulk agent in 1948. He later ran a motel
called Leslié Auto Court with his moth-
er, Dorothy Morrison, before opening
the local IGA in 1959. He stayed there
until 1970 when he ran travel agents
first in Grande Prairie and then
Fairview. He is now semi-retired.

His wife, Jean, was a nurse for 20

years before retiring.

The Leslies have a long history in
Canada and the Peace Country.

William and Isabella Campbell of
Morayshire, Scotland immigrated to
Canada in the early 1830s, settling in
Ontario.

In 1913, one of William and Isabella’s
grandchildren, Thomas Leslid, and wife

Margaret sold the family farm in
Ontario and made the long, tough trip
to the Grande Prairie area to join sons
Edward and Norman.

Taking up homesteads about 20 kilo-
metres east of Grande Prairie, the fami-
ly eventually applied for a post office,
which was called Glen Leslie.

In those days, there was no church so
they held services in their home until a
church was built. It also acted as a
school house for many years.

Ed continued farming in the area,
marrying Dorothy Morrison in 1921.
The pair moved to Grande Prairie six
years later to work in her parent’s gen-
eral store.

The following year they returned to
Glen [Leslié to operate a store built by
Dorothy’s father on a corner of the fami-
ly farm.

They stayed there until 1945 when
Ed bought the British American bulk
plant in Grande Prairie. He died of can-
cer in 1948,

Ed had five children: Margaret
Edith, who died after seven days;
William (Bill); Marion; and Thomas
(Tom).

Bill and Jean still live in Grande
Prairie, as does son Robert and his wife
Maureen.
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
